Meet with staff and/or parents to provide feedback
from these observations, at the center or on a home visit. Create and provide Goal Driven plans
for parents and staff after individual observations are completed so that step by step
intervention is available to assist children in need.

7. Create and provide a schedule to be available for consultation, in person or by phone at the
request of Center Managers or the Children’s Services Advisor.
